The €62,982,326 share capital increase of Carbone Lorraine Group through the issuance of 2,489,420
new shares, each with a nominal value of €2, was a great success.

Demand for shares was 5.3 times higher than the number of shares offered.

Subscriptions on an irreductible basis accounted for 97% of the new shares. Applications for excess
shares amounted to 10,744,509 shares and will accordingly be served only to a very limited extent
since there were only 68,730 shares left after allocation of subscriptions on an irreductible basis.
Settlement and listing of the new shares is due to take place on Tuesday October 19.
